Our school’s Drama Team has just achieved excellent results
in the Hong Kong School Drama Festival with an astonishing
performance of the act, ‘The Missing Piece’. With the help of
teachers, tutor, and parents, our team won 6 awards, namely the
Award For Outstanding Director, Performer (Three students), Stage
Effect, Cooperation and the Commendable Overall Performance
Award.

The drama play was about a group of students rehearsing a drama
show in celebration of the anniversary of the school.
